Eligibility

This award is designed to recognize the outstanding achievements of business education programs located in middle schools, high schools, community colleges, and/or colleges. An individual program is eligible to apply or a school/college may submit an application on behalf of the business education program. 

Nomination Guidelines (Please Read Carefully)

1. Nominations must be made by an NBEA/M-PBEA member or by the Executive Boards of NBEA–affiliated regional, state, or local associations.  One teacher/instructor/or administrator of the nominated program must be a current NBEA/M-PBEA member and the nominator signing the form must also be a current NBEA/M–PBEA member. If not, the nominated program will be disqualified.

2. Nominations must be on this 2012 nomination form cover sheet.  Responses to each criterion on page 2 must not exceed one page (one side only).  Please type each statement at the top of a separate sheet of paper before beginning your response.  A 10-point or larger font is required.
3. Two (2) hard copies and an electronic copy of the nomination packet must be submitted to the President-Elect of M-PBEA.  All material (including the nomination form, the criterion responses, and the supporting letters) must be on white paper.

4. A maximum of five (5) supporting letters, each limited to one side of one piece of 8½” X 11" paper or letterhead, may accompany this form.  A 10-point or larger font is required.  Please note: Letters longer than one page will result in disqualification of the nominated program. Letters of support may be from administration, former and/or current students, community members, and other educators.
5. No additional pages or material should be included with the nomination form other than letters as stated in #4 above.

7. Nomination papers must be postmarked by January 31, 2012
Failure to follow ANY of the nomination guidelines will result in disqualification of the nomination!
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Criteria for Award VII

Please type each criterion at the top of a separate sheet of paper.  Each response must not exceed one page, one side only.  A 10-point or larger font is required.

1. Program Overview – A brief description of your program and the school/college and community in which it exists. (Maximum points: 10 points)

2. Instruction – Description of effective classroom/laboratory instruction including curricula developed and innovative strategies implemented. (Maximum points: 45 points)

3. Student accomplishments – Examples of accomplishments in getting students involved in workbased learning, experiential activities, career student organizations, and other student development activities.  (Maximum points: 25 points)

4. Partnerships – Description of partnerships with school and community leaders, business and industry, school administrators, and/or other programs in the institution.  (Maximum points: 10 points)

5. Marketing – Description of how the program is marketed or promoted to groups such as prospective students, parents, school administrators and community leaders.  (Maximum points: 10 points)
